Morgan was born on May 6,1930 in Guilford County.  He 
was a retired Major at Guilford Security. 
 
 
Edward Stanley Grondzik; 85; November 29; Greensboro:  
Marine Grondzik was one of our members of the 260.  He 
was a WWII veteran and a witness to the Flag Raising at 
Iwo Jima.  Ed always participated in our flag raisings and 
any other event that he was able to attend.  A fun Marine 
to be around, he was always in good sprits and he loved 
his fellow Marines and the Marine Corps League. 
 
 
Benjamin ―Benny‖ Frazier; 76; December 2; Eden:
